THE NEED

God has presented Jasper First Baptist with an opportunity

to meet a need and draw closer to Him. The opportunity is to
improve our current facilities. The vision is to create a facility that
honors God, first and foremost, and provides a sanctuary for
worship for all ages, as well as improves the current facilities for
the student and children’s ministry.

THE PROJECT

The project has several key parts. One part is to construct a

new sanctuary on the west side of the Ministry Center. The east
side entrance of the Ministry Center would become the main
entrance to the church. The current Ministry Center would still
be utilized as a gathering place for events as well as a welcoming
center for the community and members as they enter the
building.

A second part would be to enhance the current children’s wing
by creating an enclosed playground in the yard outside the
wing, building an area for dropping off children, and updating
the classrooms inside the wing.

The third part would be to tie the two wings together and create
more usable space for students and adults.

The final part is to convert the current sanctuary to a community
room for hosting events. These are the concepts currently, but
changes can be made as God leads.

THE COST

The cost is estimated at approximately $3.2 million. Final
numbers will be available once architectural plans are created
and finalized.
